Legislation Approved January 20, 2009  

Ordinance No. 2009 -1 ï Appropriates funds to allow 
the Village to join the Mayors and Municipalities Auto-
motive Coalition, a national coalition of localities with 
active or idled automotive manufacturing plants.   

Ordinance No. 2009 -2 ï Appropriates real property 
owned by Nick and Penelope Demetriades for the im-
provement of the intersection of Northfield Road and 
Krick Road.   

Resolution No. 2009 -1 ï Provides for the sale of per-
sonal property by internet auction.   
 

Legislation Approved February 17, 2009  

Ordinance No. 2009 -3 ï Approves the editing, inclu-
sion, adoption and publication of new material for the 
Villageôs Codified Ordinances and repeals conflicting 
ordinances and resolutions. 

Resolution No. 2009 -2 ï Authorizes the Mayor to enter 
into an agreement with T-Trim Landscaping for a lawn 
care service program for senior and / or handicapped 
residents of the Village for 2009.
