- the Fiji Islands is where General Ludwig S. Conelly’s
ranch home really had its beginning. When the General was
stationed on the islands he began to draw plans for the home
which he has just completed. And it was watching the sun

and moon rise and set there which
suggested the name “Selar Vista”.

The house is Roman rough cin-
der block with redwood frim and
a red tile roof.

built-in  clock with the letters
“Solar Vista” and the Generals

Corner Windows

“Corner picture windows provide
a view of Walton Park and a far
view to the Northwest.. Another
outstanding feature of this room is
the radial beamed ceiling with the
beams converging over the fire-
place. Also unusual, and conven-
ient, is the built-in seat near the
fireplace which is aisc a woodbox
that can be filled from the base-
ment stairs.

The dmmg'end of ihe hvmg"

room opens onto a screened porch.
