(WHPD) is dedicated to serve in every aspect.
If you have any questions or concerns regard-
ing any incident or just want a simple question
answered, do not hesitate to call on us. We
offer a wide range of policing dedicated to our
community.

The WHPD is certified to check and in-
stall child restraint seats to ensure the safety of
your children. Officer Debbie Gasper is on
hand to provide this service as part of our com-
munity oriented policing service. This program
for certification was conducted by Safe Kids
Worldwide and was sponsored by University
Hospitals of Cleveland. Please call us at
440.232.1313 to make an appointment if you
would like to have us assist you with child re-
straint seats.

We also offer several other programs to
our residents and business partners such as
Crime Prevention. If you have any questions
about preventative measures that you can take
to ensure the safety of your property or your
personal identity, please contact Officer David
Grams. Officer Grams will assist you with any
guestions that you might have and will be able
to provide you with the resources you will need.

If you are planning a vacation, attending
a funeral or just planning on being out of town
for any length of time, the WHPD will place
your house on special attention and will make
periodic checks at your residence or business.
Just notify the police communications center
and ask that your house be placed on our
house watch sheet. Forms are available on our
website.

Over the last couple of years, the
WHPD has participated in the Law Enforce-
ment Torch Run for Special Olympics. The
Ohio Torch Run started in 1985 to raise money
and awareness for citizens with intellectual dis-
abilities. In 2008, this event raised over
$400,000 to promote Special Olympic pro-
grams in Ohio. This year the WHPD partici-
pated in this benefit on June 22nd. The route
in our Village started at the Sacred Heart of Je-

sus Church and ended at Best Reward Credit
Union. Contributions supporting Special Olym-
pics will be accepted until September 30th at the
WHPD. A supporting contribution form is avail-
able in the communications center or on the Vil-
lage website. Your support is greatly appreciated.

On May 22nd, the WHPD held its first
OVI (Operating Vehicle Intoxicated) checkpoint.
The purpose of an OVI checkpoint is to deter
drunk driving. The Presidential Commission on
Drunk Driving estimates that one out of every
500 drivers is under the influence of alcohol. The
site location was on Northfield Road in the Carr
Brothers parking lot. The start time was 10:00
p.m. and the checkpoint was closed at 2:40 a.m.
The WHPD would like to thank Carr Brothers for
the use of their parking lot during this enforce-
ment as well as Spannatos Italian Restaurant,
the Walton Hills Deli, Reilly Sweeping and Home
City Ice for their contributions to this enforcement
checkpoint.

The WHPD checked 381 vehicles which
approached the checkpoint area. The average
time per each vehicle as it approached and ex-
ited was 15 seconds.

KEEP OIL IN YOUR CAR AND OUT OF THE STREAM

Leaking oil goes from the car to the street and is washed from the street into the
storm drain and into our ponds, streams and eventually Lake Erie. Now imagine the
number of cars in the area and you can imagine the amount of oil that finds its way
from leaky gaskets into our water. So please, fix oil leaks!

What's the problem with motor oil?

Oil does not dissolve in water. It lasts a long time and sticks to everything from beach
sand to bird feathers. Oil and other petroleum products are toxic to people, wildlife and plants. One pint of oil
can make a slick larger than a football field. Qil that leaks from our cars onto roads and driveways is washed
into storm drains, and then usually flows directly to a lake or stream. Used motor oil is the largest single
source of oil pollution in our lakes, streams and rivers. Americans spill 180 million gallons of used oil each
year into our waters. This is 16 times the amount spilled by the Exxon Valdez in Alaska.

Clean Water tips:

How can you use and change your motor oil and help keep our waters clean?

*Stop drips. Check for oil leaks regularly and fix them promptly. Keep your car tuned to re-
duce oil use.

*Use ground cloths or drip pans beneath your vehicle if you have leaks or are doing engine
work.

*Clean up spills immediately. Collect all used oil in containers with tight fitting lids. Do not mix

different engine fluids.

*Never dispose of oil or other engine fluids down the storm drain, on the ground or into a ditch.

*Recycle used motor oil. Many auto supply stores and gas stations will accept used oil.

*Buy recycled (re-refined) motor oil to use in your car.
